NO “wings” for the
younger girls.

Lipstick should be soft, reddish-brown as well as the blush. No bright red
on the younger children please.

Absolutely no jewelry of any kind!! Please remove all stud earrings, rings,
necklaces, watches and bracelets. If ears have been newly pierced, please
cover the studs with small round band-aids.

Hair must be worn in a tight bun; if the hair is too short make sure to pull it
back from the face and hair spray it down.

Other hair styles may be worn depending on teacher’s request.
Make sure to bring extra hair pins and ponytail holders.
